Both in history and literature music is blessed
with a magical quality — the ecstatic music of
David drew the people of Israel to dance wildly
before the ark of God, the soulful tune of the
Pied Piper lured children from Hamlin. And who
has not been transported as Disney lends sight
to the sounds of great music in Fantasia?

Over the centuries the church has been a patron
of the arts because art has the capacity to
stretch the soul, move the spirit, create within a
sense of power and beauty and unity. Art can
call people to a sense of the divine and an
experience of transcendence.
