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Dear Saint Matthew Community and Visitors:

Next weekend is Labor Day weekend.  Perhaps this
is a time to reflect on workers, work and the condi-
tions of workers.

I grew up in a “working class” family.  My dad was a
printer all this life – a proud member of the Interna-
tional Typographical Union.  My relatives were
stonemasons, carpenters, bookbinders and
plumbers – union people all.

Catholic teaching demonstrates that work is pre-
cious.  It is sacred.

Work is sacred because human persons do
it.

Work is the way we engage in co-creation
with God.

It is how we help reveal God’s glory in the
world.

Work is one way we meet our obligations to
each other.

Through work, we provide goods and ser-
vices other people need to sustain their lives.

Work is a part of our own human develop-
ment.

Work is ideally an opportunity for us to learn
and grow.

Workers have a basic dignity because they are hu-
man beings made in God’s image. People are more
important than things; and therefore, workers are
more important than the machine or capital that are
used in the workplace.

Catholic social teaching asserts that basic rights
protect the dignity of workers:

Workers have a right to work at a wage that
can sustain a family.

Workers have a right to a pension.

Workers have a right to enjoy a safe working
environment.

Workers have a right to form unions or trade
associations.

We live in a state where more than 500,000 workers
make less than $8.00 an hour, a wage that would
hardly sustain a family given the cost of food, hous-
ing, childcare, transportation and the like.

We live in a state where steel workers on the iron
range saw their pensions evaporate in the wake of
financial difficulties at LTV Steel.

When workers try to rectify these situations by orga-
nizing a union, they often face intimidation, they risk
being fired – even though federal law prohibits it.

What are we called to do as disciples of the Lord?
We are called to bring forth the teaching of the
church regarding the dignity of work, the dignity of
workers, and the rights to which workers are enti-
tled.

Among the fundamental rights of the individual
must be numbered the rights of workers to form
truly representative unions which contribute to
the proper structuring of economic life, and also
the right to play their part in the activities of
such associations without risk of reprisal.

Let us remember our solidarity with all working per-
sons this Labor Day.  Let us recommit ourselves to
the dignity of our work and the obligations and re-
sponsibilities we carry to “work well” and with pride
in the work we do.
